Altman, Sydney

Sidney Altman (born May 7, 1939 in

Montreal, Quebec) received his bachelor's

degree in physics from MIT in 1960, spent

18 months as a graduate student in physics

at Columbia University, and then earned a

Ph.D. in biophysics from the University of

Colorado in 1967. Dr. Altman is a molecular

biologist, who is currently the Sterling

Professor of Molecular, Cellular, and

Developmental Biology and Chemistry at

Yale University. In 1989 he shared the

Nobel Prize in Chemistry with Thomas R.

Cech for discovering the catalytic properties

of RNA. He is currently Professor of Biology

at the University of Yale.

Arber, Werner

Werner Arber, researcher at the Biophysics

laboratories of the Universities of Geneva

(1953- 1958) and Los Angeles. 1978 he

became the Nobel Prize in Physiology or

Medicine, shared with his colleagues Daniel

Nathans and Hamilton O. Smith, both of

them from the University School of Medicine

in Baltimore (United States). The award

was given for the discovery of restriction

enzymes and their application to problems

of molecular genetics.

Who took office in January 2004 at the

creation of the Ministry, started his political

career as town councillor of Belo Horizonte.

He was president of the

Colombian Society of Architects in Medellín.

His career continued with an airline

operation in Tampa in the USA, with a

company that flew in fresh flowers from

Colombia. He has managed extremely

important projects, such as the construction

of the largest complex in Latin America.

Mágica in Seville, recycling elements from

the infrastructure used in the Expo 92.
